IMPORTANT MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION 

 Memberships are due now, and it would help everyone if 

these are taken care of before the chaos of the first show.  
Most particularly, it is imperative to have your registration 
papers, transfers, ABRA memberships, amateur and 
youth cards in order now.  Amateur card applications 
cannot be taken at shows, but must go through the ABRA 
office first.  We can take ABRA memberships, including 
youth, at shows, but ABRA requires a fee of $10 in 
addition to the regular cost of a membership.  New rules 
for 2010 allow youth to lease a horse and those 
requirements must be obtained from ABRA.  You 
absolutely WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO ENTER Buckskin 
classes if your paperwork is not seen first - NO 
EXCEPTIONS!  (My annual threat!)  Remember, for those 
of you renewing NMBHA memberships, there is a $3 late 
fee after March 1.  This doesn't affect new members.  DO 
NOT FORGET TO NOMINATE YOUR HORSE IF YOU 
WANT TO COMPETE FOR YEAR-END AWARDS.  
Points don't count until nominations are paid up.  The best 
way to get all this done is to send me copies of all 
documents before April 10.

Shoot the Breeze Amateur Western 
Performance Award: New in 2010 
There will be a new award offered in 2010, the first ever for 
Amateurs only.  It will be a traveling trophy for Amateur 
Western Performance riders, in memory of Shoot The 
Breeze.  All the details have not yet been worked out, but 
tentatively will require the winner to participate in four of six 
amateur classes designated, such as Western Pleasure, 
Horsemanship, Trail, Ranch Horse (if offered), Western 
Riding and Reining.  The award will travel for four or five 
years before being retired back to the Eastman 
family, who are the donors.  If in future years there are 
additional amateur Western classes offered, such as roping 
or speed events, the requirements for the award may be 
modified.  This announcement is being made now, so all you 
Amateurs can be thinking about your goals for 
next year and what training needs to be done in the off-
season.  The trophy will feature one of Larry Eastman's 
lathe-turned segmented wood bowls or vases.

 Controlling Horse Gastric Ulcers 
Could feeding alfalfa hay help cure high-
performance horses of stomach ulcers?

Horses turned out on pasture are better off than those that are confined, but if 

grass hay is the only hay they are fed, horses can still get gastric ulcers.

A change in diet can be good for what ails you 

ï even if you are a horse. Research from Texas A&M 

University shows that feeding alfalfa to horses that 

have the potential to be high performers either 

prevented or was therapeutic in treating stomach 

ulcers. ñSomething in alfalfa hay tends to buffer acid 

production,ò says Pete Gibbs, Texas A&M Extension 

horse specialist. 

    As many as 90 percent of racehorses and more than 

50 percent of arena performance horses have ulcers of 

varying severity. Stomach ulcers can be a hidden 

cause of poor performance in horses. 

Download AQHAôs FREE report, Stomach Ulcers 

in Horses, and learn the causes, signs and 

treatments of this common problem in horses. 
 

    Feeding grain, confinement, exercise and overall 

environmental stress factors are thought to cause 

ulcers, Studies have shown that horses will heal if 

provided less acidic diets. 

    In the research, 24 stock horses 12 to 16 months of 

age were separated into two treatment groups. One 

group was fed Bermuda grass hay and the other fed 

alfalfa hay to meet their daily roughage needs. The 

yearlings received forced exercise during the study. 

    The horses were examined internally with an 

endoscope at the beginning and end of two 28-day 

trials. In this study, ulcer scores increased when alfalfa 

was removed from the horsesô diets and scores 

decreased they were turned out on pasture. Under the 

ulcer-scoring system, zero signified no ulcers, with 

severity increasing to 4. 

 

    Horses turned out on pasture are better off than 

those that are confined. However, if grass hay is the 

only hay they are fed, horses can still get gastric 

ulcers, Pete says. 

    Horse owners ï especially those with performance 

horses ï have two options, Pete says. They can give 

their horses a pharmaceutical product that will 

decrease acid production, he says, or they can manage 

their horsesô diets. The second option does not stop 

acid production but offers buffering capabilities, Pete 

says. More work is needed to look at horses with 

varying degrees of ulceration to better determine the 

full extent to which alfalfa or alfalfa-based products 

might help from a feeding management standpoint. 

    ñBased on what we know right now ï for horses 

that are kept in confinement, eating feed and getting 

forced exercise ï it makes sense to consider some 

alfalfa as part of their diet,ò he says. Until further 

research is done, he recommends that horses weighing 

1,000-1,300 pounds should be fed about one pound of 

alfalfa after a grain meal.
